Last Week’s Speaker

****************************
Warwick Giblin was introduced by Programme Director Richard Horwood. Warwick is the Environmental Manager for NZ Waste Ltd., and spoke to the Club about Waste Management and its Future. Warwick presented a number of facts about waste production in Australia. On average each person in Australia produces 1,100kg of waste per year of which 580 kg is sent to landfill. Also each year the average household in Sydney places 220kg of waste out for kerb-side recycling. 77% of newspapers are recycled in Australia each year. Australia’s waste is produced by households (33%), Commercial (33%) and Construction (33%). The volume of waste is reducing by approximately 5% each year and the amount being recycled is increasing by approximately 9% each year. The global aim is to reuse 80% of waste and so reduce the reliance on new resources. Of the recycled waste in Australia, 60% is paper and 30% glass.
45%of the household waste stream is organic (i.e. food, garden green) and should be used for compost etc. As landfill this waste produces 50% CO2 and 50% Methane (often used to fuel power generation).
Each household in Strathfield pays the local council $230 per year for the management of waste per year with $2billion being spent on waste management services in Australia each year. The use of resources in our waste is also being calculated, such as 75kg of resources are represented in each mobile phone and 1.5 kg in each toothbrush. Hence throwing these away is consuming more than just the product.

On the 20th July 1969, as Commander of the Apollo 11 Lunar Module, Neil Armstrong was the first person to set foot on the moon. His first words after stepping on the moon, “That's one small step for a man, one giant leap for mankind,” were televised to earth and heard by millions. But, just before he re-entered the Lander, he made the enigmatic remark: “Good luck, Mr. Gorsky.” 

Many people at NASA thought it was a casual remark concerning some rival Soviet Cosmonaut. However, upon checking, there was no Gorsky in either the Russian or American Space Programs. Over the years many people questioned Armstrong as to what the “Good luck, Mr. Gorsky” statement meant, but Armstrong always just smiled.

On 5th July 1995, in Tampa Bay, Florida, while answering questions following a speech, a reporter brought up the 26-year-old question to Armstrong. This time he finally responded. Mr. Gorsky had died; Neil Armstrong felt he could answer the question.

In 1938 when he was a kid in a small mid-west town, he was playing baseball with a friend in the backyard. His friend hit the ball, which landed in his neighbour's yard by the bedroom windows. His neighbours were Mr. and Mrs. Gorsky.

As he leaned down to pick up the ball, young Armstrong heard Mrs.Gorsky shouting at Mr.Gorsky, “Oral sex! You want oral sex? You’ll get oral sex when the kid next door walks on the moon!”
