Warren Abbott introduced Angharad Candlin to the Club to explain the duties of a Foster Care Adoption Agent. Angharad came to Australia from Wales and has worked for Centre Care, the welfare arm of the Catholic Church, for 15 years. She has been with the Centre of Adoptive Services for 6 years. The Centre for Adoptive Services is based at Bankstown and is only 60% funded. The Centre has a team of 8 people who provide foster care to pre-adoptive children, via foster carers, while the mother decides on her situation. 45% of the team’s time is spent on support services to the foster parents and the mother after placement. The identity of the mother and the foster parents is kept secret with meetings between the two being held in a Family Room at the Bankstown office. 
Les and Catherine Millgate are foster parents and came along to give their perspective as foster parents. Both the birth parents and the foster parents are able to use the Family Room for meetings at any time, but the room is not conducive to a family environment. The Centre for Adoptive Services handles between 8 and 10 babies per year, so the Family Room has a high usage as a meeting point for all parties.
Angharad and the Millgates came to our Rotary Club to seek assistance in making the Family Room more of a home environment. They would appreciate any help with:-
· New fixtures and fittings

· Redecoration of the room

· Comfortable furniture

· Storage furniture

· Toys

· Wall paintings and decorations

· A fridge and Microwave

The request was noted by the Club and will be discussed at a future Board meeting. Angharad and Les Millgate were thanked by Peter Douglas on behalf of the Club.
